Icemaker Installation Instructions

for RIM469

This kit is designed as an alternative for Whirlpool 2155469 and
ECKMF-94. Replaces many Whirlpool, Roper, Maytag, and
Subzero from 1993 to present.

Before you start, check the wiring harness connector supplied with this kit to make sure

thecable matches your electrical connection.On many model you can use vour existing cable, If
il the connections do not match, cantact your dealer for the correct kit.

1. Disconnect power. To prevent shock hazard,
injury, or possible death, disconnect all electrical
power to the appliance before any work is started,

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2. This icemakar is for pre-wired refrigerator /
freezers, if your refrigerator/ freezer is not
prewired, please contact your dealer for the comect
icemaker unit. Check the electrical connection in
this icermaker to make sure that the connecter is
the right one for this refrigerator, if not contact your
distributor for the correct icemaker. When used as
a replacement icemaker you can use your existing
wiring hamess.,

). Looking at the back of the refrigerator, for

itsmal condenser coll models see Figure 2, for
imooth back or external wiring models see Figure
|, SAFETY! For external condenser models, cover
he wire grid along the top wilh card board or cloth
o protect you from cuts and scrapes. If you have
i external condenser coil, you may need to lonsen
he right side mounting clips to route the water fil
ubing and to attach the fill tubing mounting clips.
satdion, be careful with the coil if you have to
mave it, damage can occur to the cooling system,
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4. Locate the inlet cover for icemaker installation,
for external condenser coils see Figure 2, for
smooth back models see Figure 3, The inlet cover
may have a plug or a label covering the inlet
opening, Ifitis a plug, gently remove the plug with
a putty knife or screwdriver, If there is a labal,
there will be a "cut hera" pattem, using a sharp
knife to cut as directed on the label, Remoye the
underlying insulation using needle nose pliers. Fold
cut label inta opening to clear opening.

5. Itthe condensar coll is interior (see Figure 4),
you will need to remove the screws that attach the
access cover at the bottam of the unit, While cover
i5 off look to see if you nead to cut away the
opening for the water inlet valve.

6. Push water inlet tube through the installation
hale in the back of the unit, see Figure 5 for
external condenser models, see Figure & for
intermal condenser models. Using a circular motion
as you push through the insulated area batween the
case and the inner liner, will make this easler,

7. Mounting bracketis premounted to the bottom of
the icemaker {see Figure 7) , do nottighten, you
will need to adjust this bracket as you mount the
icomaker, Start fhe two fong screws into the holes
provided along the top left side of the refrigerator,
Level lcemaker and tighten both screws. Alternate
mounting; (see Figure 8) slip mounting clips into
square mounting holes and push down until clips
are firmly mounted.

8. This step not required on smooth back models.
Wrap foam pad (previously remaved from opening),
around wiring (see Figure 9 & 10), to protect from
abrasion. If insulation was damaged, wrap with
elecirical tape to protect the wiring.
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9. Connect the icemaker terminal plug to the
connector on the back of the refrigerator (A
standard connector cable is included in the kit),
When using this kit s a replacement icemiaker
your existing cable can be used,

10. Make sure the water inlet tube is in the fill tray
(see Figure 11) and the electrical connection is
correct, Insart the provided screw under the:
icemaker, level the lcemaker and tighten all of the
screws. You may need the fill lube extension if
required, slip on to fill tube and twist into place,
There are cutouts scored on the inlet fill tray for
back or side fill. Level the icemaker (sae Figure

11 Reinstall the freezer shelf in a lower position,
slide ice bin under icemaker (as shown in Figure
12). Laft side of bin should be abaut even with the
battom of the lower bracket, to allow the icemaker
to shutalf before the bin overflows.

12, Attach Fill tubing to Flll tube, this is & friction
fit and does not require adhesive or a clamp since
itis not under pressure (see Figure 13} . Route the

Filling tuba for the icemaker down the back of the

refrigarator (behind the condenser coils, if
present). There are mounting clips provided. (see
Figure 14).

13. Using factory predrilled mounting holes, attach
water valve fo the frame as shown in Figure 15.
Tip : If space s limited attach icemaker fill ling to
valve bafore installing. You may need to
reposition the elfminator tube on models with an
internal condanser, Remember, finger tighten the
comprassion fitting, then tighten with wrench an
additional 1/4 to 172 turn. DO NOT OVER
TIGHTEN, this will cause leaks and possible
property damage.
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14 Attach water valve connector to valve assembly (ses
Figure 16),

15. Purge the supply line to remove stale water,
sediment and air, Attach a potable watar sy pply to
water valve, You may need to remove cutout on back
cover if you have an intemal condenser. (ses Figure
17) Follow the installation instructions provided with

‘the water supply line kit, Trouble saving tip: If you

have an existing supply line, now is a good time to
replace it, so examine the coppar or plastic
thoroughly to determine if it needs replacing. Look
for wear marks, brittleness, tatigue lines, or darmage.
Rule of thumb; if in doubt replace it.

16. Retum refrigerator to original position, check to
make sure refrigerator and icemaker ara laval,

17. Turn on water supply and check for leaks.

18. Re-connect power to refrigerator.

18, Turn fcemaker on by making sure lever arm is in
the down position (to tum off lift arm (o stop
paosition).

20. The icemaker will need to cycle for about 24
hours to make quality ice. Please discard any ice
made in the first 24 hours. This will allow the system
to purge air, stale water and rinse any dust from the
inside of the icemaker,

Quality Ice

Remember quality ice starts with quality water, A water filter
will prolong the fife of the water inlet valve, An activated
charcoal filter will remove sediment, chlorine, fluorng, taste
and pdors. The freezer needs to be set at 10 degrees
Fahrenheit or colder, The water prassure must be betwesrn
15 psiand 125 psi (ses Figure 18 for water level
adjustmant). if you are not connectéd to a state regulated
water supply, a filter is a must. If yvou have a water softener,
connectihe icemaker to the water supply before the softener,
The chemicals dramatically shorten the life of the icemaker
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
